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Message from the President

In this second message written during my presidency, I’d like to inform all ADM members of the status of our Academy and where we are headed.

The annual ADM meeting in Portland was a great success, mainly due to the local and scientific organization done by Jack Ferracane, Tom Hilton and Ron Sakaguchi. Special thanks to Dea Dea Hilton, Jennifer Mitchell and Claire Sakaguchi for their support.
The Meeting theme was “Adhesion in Dentistry – Analyzing Bond Strength Testing Methods, Variables and Outcomes” and an excellent program with top-level speakers went through many important issues related to daily research procedures. The relation between laboratory tests and clinical implications was clarified; a critical assessment was provided of the various test methods used for dentin and enamel bonding studies in order to identify general trends, important variables to be considered, and their relation with outcomes. I’m sure that the results of this conference will represent a great background for a future meeting whose goal might be the achievement of consensus about what should be included in bond strength testing and which method may be most accurate, reliable and preferred.  Researchers presented almost 70 posters. There was wonderful participation in the Paffenbarger competition among young dental materials researchers.  The awards for the Paffenbarger Award, were increased by the Board for this year. The winners were: Julian Leprince (Universitè Catholic de Leuven), Marcìa Borba (University of Sao Paulo) and Renan Belli (Univerity of Erlangen).

During the Meeting, the ADM honored Dr. Grayson William (Bill) Marshall with the ADM Founder’s Award. A special thanks went to Ron Sakaguchi, who decided to retire from the position of Associate Editor of Dental Materials. Bill and Ron provided outstanding service to the Academy, and we are sure they will continue to support the ADM in the future. 

The Board is very happy and proud of the high scientific standard achieved by Dental Materials, which retained for the second year a top position in the impact factor dental journal list.  the Editor’s report will provide more details on the status of the journal. The economic situation of the ADM continues to be strong and the Treasurer’s report will provide additional information on the financial status of the Academy.
Another important project that has occupied a lot of time and effort is upgrading the Academy’s website.  Special thanks go to Sharukh Khajotia and DeaDea Hilton for their dedicated work on this project.  When completed, the new website will provide important functional upgrades that should provide better services and more convenience to Academy members.

Because of board changes in recent years, the orderly succession of board members had become disorganized.  Last year, the three immediate past-presidents agreed to serve one-year terms to allow the normal succession of two board members rotating off the board per year to be re-established.  These individuals completed their appointment at the Annual Meeting and we want to thank Jack Ferracane, Susanne Scherrer and Dorin Ruse for once again coming to the service of the ADM.  Also, we want to welcome the three new members-at-large: Paulette Spencer, Ulrich Lohbauer and Nick Silikas, and Milena Cadenaro, who took over the ‘transactions’ Editor position.

Finally, a preview of the the 2010 ADM Annual Meeting was presented. The meeting will be held in Trieste (Italy) and the local organizers will be Prof. Lorenzo Breschi (ADM Secretary) and Milena Cadenaro (ADM Transactions Editor). You will find the final program for 2010 Annual Meeting attached to this newsletter.  We hope to see you all in Trieste on 7-9 October 2010!

Tresurer’s Report

The Academy is in good financial shape.  Our cash/cash-equivalent assets stand at $488,336 as of the 2009 annual meeting.  This figure includes most of the income for the Portland meeting, but most of the expenses will be paid after the meeting.  Current membership is 281.  Following last year’s biannual audit of the Academy’s finances, conducted by Woodbridge and Erickson, CPAs, Portland, Oregon, USA, the ADM’s accountants recommended that our funds be dispersed to two accounts to provide more security of the Academy’s assets. In compliance with this recommendation, another bank account was opened, so that the assets are now in two separate institutions: Wells Fargo and U.S.Bank.  This ensures that the entire ADM assets are covered by FDIC protection.  The Academy’s funds are distributed in conservative, safe instruments, including savings, checking, money market accounts.  

A nine-month CD matured in the past year.  Since the return on CD’s at the time of maturity was no greater than that obtained with savings or money market accounts, the CD funds were placed into these other accounts that avoid early removal penalties. 

After the board reviewed the financial status of the Academy, they approved maintenance of the current fund level for operating expenses of the Academy.

This has been an important year for our journal. At the ADM Meeting in Portland in October, it was announced that our North American Associate Editor, Ron Sakaguchi, decided to complete his term of office. Ron has recently been awarded an MBA degree and his University role brings additional responsibilities and research directions. We are immensely grateful to Ron Sakaguchi for his long and distinguished service to the journal and the Academy. We were able to make a suitable presentation to him in Portland to express our collective appreciation. Very recently a number of distinguished scientists in our field have been added to the Editorial Board, and you can see further details in the January 2010 issue.  The Abstracts from the Annual Meeting, and also the papers presented, will be available online - coincident with the appearance of the February issue, 26(2). We anticipate a similar, and possibly even faster, treatment of contributions to the forthcoming 2010 meeting in Trieste, Italy. We continue to receive excellent professional support from Elsevier, including conference sponsorship, and in Portland we welcomed our new Senior Publisher from Elsevier – Jane Ryley. Jane is a Canadian citizen resident in St Louis, US. During the past year, the latest Impact Factors showed that Dental Materials maintains a high rank position. It is evident from the increasing submissions (over 700) and downloads (over 0.5 Million) in 2009 that the journal is becoming very widely known amongst scientists beyond the ‘classical boundaries’ of our subject area and constituency. Let us all strive, therefore, (a) to broadcast these facts in our Dental Schools and (b) to increase the membership of the Academy – perhaps each of us could aim to recruit at least one new member in 2010.

- Longevity of commitment to the field: at least five (5) years of leadership through research, training, service and/or education beyond formal education, and normally at least five (5) years membership in the Academy.
